Borough Green was inaugurated as a Town Coungil 1st April 2026 The
Chairman thanked the Clerk for his work changing the bank accounts and
regulations to "Borough Green Council". This year marks the 92nd annivers
of our incorporation as a distinct parish and a political entity in our own rigt
and we are flying the Borough Green flag in celebration until St George's
week. We do not know whether the change to town will give us the Greenbe
protection we seek, the Government changes its rules almost weekly, bu
might work and it has cost us nothing. We can change back to parish statu:
the future once the danger is past if we want to.
South East Watanay have offered us some good news. In response to TMBC
recent Local Plan consultation they advise that, even with their plann
investment, they will only be able to supply water to one third of the 19,00C
houses the Government wants built in Tonbridge and Malling between now a
2042. This will also severely hamper all planning applications apart fron
replacements and extensions. It stands to reason that if SEWater cannot e
maintain supplies to current users, they are unlikely to be able to cope with t
Government's evéncreasing demandsve need housing desperately, just not
quite as many as the Government mandate.
Bernie the Clerkas put a lot of time into renegotiating all our power contracts
and, with some new suppliers and new tariffs, we should achieve savings
some £2,900 per year.
Isles Quarry Bike Areahas finally had the threat of planning enforcement
action lifted and, after a careful wildlife assessment, we will be allowing som
of the scrub area outside the Ancient Woodland to be allocated to younge
riders who want to get involved but find the existing jumps too challenging. W
will shortly be siting a bench on the lower open area to allow oldies like me t
rest my legs for a while. It is also a beautiful tranquil place to just take &
moment to breath the silent fresh air and watch the wildlife. We regularly se
deer there these days.

Summaries of the feedback received, individual question responses

General key themes from those responding to the consultation had expre
views in respect of overall housing numbers, scale/location of proposed
allocations, infrastructure capacity especially highways, water, healthcare
schools, greenbelt protection and the adequacy of supporting edideoems
about the impact of development on local character, heritage and the environr
were also raised.

With regardtot he emerging risk from Sou
Local Plan consultation and concerns around their capacity to provide sufficient
supply to new development, it was confirmed that discussions with Government,
East Water and neighbouring authorities was ongaoinlger guidance was awaited
and Members would be updated as soon as possible.

Particular referenagas made to the further transport related work requirec
to inform and support the next stage in-plaking for the Regulation 19 Local
Plan, as detailed in 12.3 to 12.7 of the report. In summary this included furtl
testing for a preferred growth scenario for Regulation 19, more detailed juncti
design and mitigation testing and integrating the findings into the Infrastruct
Delivery Plan. Microsimulation modelling was currently being investigated
Tonbridge and M20 Junction 6. This could be in the region of £45,000 up
£80,000 respectively, dependent on whether an existing model could be upd:
and built upon.
