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Editorial from the Church of the Good Shepherd 
 

April 2024 
 

You having a laugh…? 
 As often happens, this year Easter Sunday (31st March) comes close 
to April Fool’s Day. In the 1600s there was a theory, particularly popular 
in German churches, that Easter was God’s April Fool trick on the devil. The 
devil thought he’d won when Jesus died but, fooled you, He is alive! 

 Those closest to Jesus, when they heard that He had risen, struggled 
to believe it. But if they thought someone was trying to play a joke on 
them, then it would have been a very cruel joke. Jesus had died a painful 
death at the hands of a regime that was very good at killing people. And 
even before His execution he’d been brutally whipped. And now people 
are saying He’s alive? Are you having a laugh? That’s not funny!! 

 Many of them had to encounter Jesus, meet with Him, eat, talk and 
spend time with the risen Lord before they could grasp the reality of what 
had happened. And even when they did meet Him, it often took a while to 
understand it was real, no joke. Since then many millions have also met 
with the risen Jesus in some way and through those encounters have 
believed. Equally there have been millions who would not claim to have 
met Jesus and yet still believe. They believe the unbelievable; that Jesus 
did die, taking our sin to the cross, and that He has risen bringing us new 
life. 

 As unbelievable as the resurrection might seem, perhaps even more 
unbelievable is what it means. It means that this earthly life is not the end; 
there is something more. It means that we don’t need to chase after the 
things that this world values so much, that this world says we need for our 
protection; for God holds us in His hand, keeps us safe and provides all 
we need. It means we do not need to be afraid, for eternal life in the love 
of God’s kingdom begins now and, as the Bible tells us, “Perfect love 
drives out fear”. 

 Perhaps you’ve previously fallen for an April Fool. Maybe not 
spotted the salt in place of sugar, sat on a Whoopee cushion or believed 
that spaghetti grows on trees. But don’t fall for the one of the world’s 
oldest (yet unfunniest) jokes that says Jesus has not risen and you should 
put your trust in the things the world offers. Instead ask for the reality of 
the resurrection to be made known to you so you may experience the joy 
(and perhaps laughter) of God’s kingdom today.

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Notes from Borough Green Parish Council  
 

The Council met at 7.30pm Monday 11th March 2024.  
Matters discussed and reports received included: 
 
• The Voice Magazine is a hugely important source of local news and 

information and, as you see here, the Parish Council has used it for many 
years to keep residents up to date. It began as a purely Church of the 
Good Shepherd newsletter but over the years more and more of the 
content is "secular". COGS have also done wonders with what was a 
simply photocopied monochrome newsletter to what you see today - a 
glossy, informative and well illustrated village magazine. But until now the 
considerable cost has been borne solely by the Church (and their 
advertisers) and the Parish Council have decided that a community 
magazine warrants financial support from the community it serves. We are 
grateful to COGS for carrying this financial burden for so long and will 
monitor the effect of this grant to ensure it is sufficient to carry the Voice 
with us into the future. 

• Voice Volunteers. This is an appropriate point to mention the small group 
of volunteers who month after month collate and edit the magazine, sort 
and distribute it to 1950 homes and businesses - THANK YOU ALL VERY 
MUCH. 

• Solar Project. The Parish Council has taken the next step towards solar 
power for Potters Mede, the bowls club and the village hall by 
earmarking specific funds, obtaining quotes and beginning the grant 
application process. It is hoped that this clear demonstration of local 
people tackling climate change whilst Governments and big business 
dither and delay can be used as a lever as the TMBC Local Plan 
develops, to try and ensure developers are required to include climate 
change mitigation and sustainable building, otherwise the UK is just 
building more problems. 

• Public Toilets. The repairs to the arson damage were completed on 16 
February, followed up by a deep clean on the 23rd, and the toilets 
reopened to the public. Over the next few weeks we will be upgrading 
the lighting and heating making the toilets much brighter and welcoming. 
We also intend to move the door for the Ladies to the front of the 
building as it is hidden around  a quite dark and dismal corner at the 
moment. When new CCTV is installed at the village hall, the Council will 
obtain improved coverage of the toilets. 

• The Recreation Ground. The stream has run along this path for centuries 
and, like all natural watercourses, it meanders. In years past we have 
allowed this natural process to continue but, over the very wet winter, 
these meanders are getting very close to the perimeter path. So in the 
coming months the groundsmen will be installing concrete planks to 
reinforce the banks and digging out the past buildups of silt. We don't 
want to lose the character of the stream but we do want to keep the rest 
of the recreation ground protected from this natural process.

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• Charitable Donations. The Clerk, with Barry and Rob, have continued 
their winter task of collecting unwanted furniture and the like from other 
large users, finding and delivering to buyers, and their final total this year 
has been £2500, disbursed in £50 gifts to registered charities across the 
country and indeed the world, including Ukraine and Gaza. During bad 
weather it gives them something to do when it is too wet to garden and 
the only cost to us is the charging cost for the van. It is also a hugely 
satisfying task for them and I am sure you will join me (and the grateful 
recipients) in thanking them for their hard work. 

• D-DAY 80 years 6th June. Plans are in hand for a community 
celebration on that Thursday, that will involve an extended lunch party 
for the elderly in the village hall and a gathering in the evening in the 
Rec to watch a pipe band,  have a bite and a drink from "Sizzles" 
catering outfit and a beacon lighting at 9.15pm. A group of parishes 
are trying to arrange a historic flypast. If anyone has other ideas to 
add please contact Cllrs Sue Butterfill or Sam Thrush. 

• MOTO. The planning application for a 200 HGV truckstop and services 
at Nepicar roundabout came before Area 2 Planning Committee and 
was rejected on the grounds of harm to the Area of Outstanding Natural 
Beauty and Greenbelt. This will undoubtedly go to appeal but 
Wrotham, Platt and Borough Green PCs will have their own planning 
team at any Inquiry. 

• Council Vacancy. There is still a vacancy on the Parish Council, 
apply to the Clerk as below. 

• 58 & 70 Shopper Buses The two services are still well used and we are 
still exploring grant aid for next year as the lead parish for 12 other 
parishes. However, in the event we are unsuccessful in obtaining grants, 
all the parish councils have agreed to fund it out of their budgets, so the 
service will definitely continue. 

• Whilst you are all undoubtedly looking forward to Easter and the 
associated holidays, the first week of April is "Borough Green Week" 
commemorating our inauguration in April 1934 as an individual parish in 
its own right. It is the 90th Anniversary of a parish born from the 
"offcuts" of our larger neighbours and, what was once the tiny neighbour 
of Wrotham, Ightham, Plaxtol and St Mary's Platt, is now the largest of 
the parishes and the hub village to them all. 

The next Parish Council meeting will be held at 7.30pm on Monday 8 April 
2024 at BG Village Hall. The agenda will include a period for public 
contributions and questions.

FROM THE ARCHIVES 
The following is an extract from Canon Tony Powell’s letter in the April 2009 
edition of the Voice marking the 10th anniversary and that which was at the time 
his 26th year of writing for the church magazine (so a similar number to what we 
are celebrating currently). 
 
“FIVE HUNDRED A MONTH 

This is the 10th year of the magazine in this format, and we are 
indebted to all who give their voluntary time and effort to have made this 
happen. But before THE VOICE we had a small circulation church magazine, so 
I’ve been writing these monthly letter-things for 26 years. Which is: approx. 
300 letters at 500 words = 150,000 words. That’s more words than The New 
Testament 138.020 and Shakespeare’s Hamlet 29,492 (isn’t Google a 
wonderful thing!). Although I will be the first to admit that The New Testament 
and Hamlet have had a little more influence. 

In fact of these thousands of words, only very occasionally have I 
received a little encouragement and a little criticism. And in 26 years I have 
only caused 2 real upsets: once when I reflected upon immigration and I 
received an anonymous outburst of racial hatred from someone in London!: and 
secondly when I mentioned the increase in dogs’ mess and received a good 
community response. Albeit a divided community, where half the comments said 
it needed to be said and the other half calling me a dog-hater.  

It is a sobering thought that as every month I have tried to condense a 
sense of God & Co in to 500 words per month, the thing that stirs people is 
dogs’ mess. But I won’t be beaten….”

Patients entitled to use the Surgery Pharmacy      
 There are frequent requests from patients living within 1 mile (1.6km) of the 
surgery to use the onsite pharmacy. This is not a decision made by the practice 
but a Government requirement as stated below: 
Regulations under the Health Act 2009: Market entry by means of 
Pharmaceutical Needs Assessments Information for Primary Care Trusts 
Chapter 15 
 A patient may at any time request in writing that a doctor provides them 
with pharmaceutical services. However, the patient must meet one or more of the 
three conditions set out in regulation 48(2) to (4) and they must be on the doctor’s 
patient list, or the patient list of the practice at which the doctor provides or 
performs primary care.  
 An example of this is where under regulation 50(2) the PCT postpones the 
termination of arrangements for the provision of pharmaceutical services for a 
period of time following the opening of a pharmacy in a controlled locality. In this 
instance, it is only the dispensing doctors with patients living within 1.6 km of those 
premises that are affected, and only for a certain period.

This is in the light of kerbside recycling services for almost 
every household and evidence that the bottle banks are being abused by some 
businesses so that they can avoid paying commercial rates for waste collection.

2024-25 Budget 
TMBC has approved a budget with their element of council tax increasing by 
3% for a Band D home. The Council’s medium term financial strategy is 
addressing a forecast funding gap of £1.7m over the next four years. 
Local Plan 
It is apparent from papers to be considered at the meeting of the Council’s 
Housing and Planning Scrutiny Committee on 19 March that there will be some 
slippage from the previously published timetable (April/May 2024) for the 
Regulation 18b second stage public consultation. Proposals are to be put to the 
Committee in May/June 2024 with public consultation to follow.

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Plan to secure Kent’s future approved by councillors 
(Extracts from press release issued on 19 February)  
 
 A budget which provides record levels of investment in adults social 
care, children’s social care, and home to school transport for young people has 
today been approved by councillors at a meeting at County Hall. 
 However, the books have only been balanced by a range of measures 
which include a major review of frontline services and a council tax increase 
of nearly 5%. KCC has also had to fall back on vital reserves to present a 
balanced budget for 2024-25, which is something the authority is legally 
obliged to do. 
 The initial budget gap of almost £50m in the earlier draft budget, 
before the Chancellor’s autumn budget and the final local government finance 
settlement, has been closed with a list of spending reductions and savings 
which include: 
• Planned spending changes - such as reduced costs from renegotiated 

energy prices, stricter application of eligibility criteria for access to 
services, and reducing debt costs - £19m. 

• Savings and income - additional dividends from our successful trading 
companies, increasing income from charges, and stronger contract 
negotiations with suppliers - £11m. 

• One-off measures - including use of reserves to buy time to plan for 
longer term savings and using sale of assets to fund transformation 
programmes - £20m. 

 The one-off actions and use of reserves, particularly in the first year, 
will reduce the Council’s ability to absorb any future financial shocks. There 
will also be a need to make recurring savings and cost reductions in the 
following two years, as these one-off measures in 2024-25 are not a 
sustainable solution to increased recurring costs. 
 Following today’s vote on the overall budget plan for 2024/25, KCC 
will be identifying where public consultation may be required for the key 
saving proposals before any final decisions on implementation.

Measures introduced to improve Kent’s environment 
(Extract from press release issued on 20 February)  
 
 Kent County Council (KCC) has launched a Biodiversity Net Gain Site 
Register for Kent. This work will help to ensure that the creation and improvement 
of natural habitats as part of development plans is done in a way that delivers 
the greatest positive impact on wildlife. Known as Biodiversity Net Gain, 
developers will have to set out how they plan to leave the natural environment in 
a better state than it was beforehand. 
 Since 12 February all major developments, including where there are more 
than 10 residential houses, have now been required to deliver a 10% increase in 
biodiversity after development than was there before. 
 KCC is leading work with the county’s district and borough councils and 
Medway Council to draw up guidance and resources to help planners guide 
developers. As part of this work, KCC commissioned Kent Wildlife Trust to 
develop an interactive register of sites in Kent and Medway where biodiversity 
net gain credits are available to purchase or where measures to enhance 
biodiversity, and establish gains, might be delivered. This register will support 
local planning authorities, developers and landowners to deliver against new 
national requirements for Biodiversity Net Gain.
